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TASK: For this writing assignment, you are going to focus on one of the following options.  Your written analysis should be no more than two pages; quality over quantity.  We have spent much of this quarter focusing on analysis; analysis will be the focus of this writing assessment as well.  You will be scored using the School Wide Writng Rubric as well as the Interpretation strand from the School Wide Reading Rubric.

Option 1
	Analyze how Creon (or maybe Antigone) is the Tragic Hero in the play Antigone.  Your analysis must be based on the ideas outlined in the handout regarding Aristotle’s thoughts about the concept of the Tragic Hero.  Your analysis must be focused and you must use at least three pieces of analyzed text for support.

Option 2
	Analyze Sophocles’ use of birds as a motif in Antigone.  Keep in mind this definition of motif: A detail in a piece of literature that repeats itself throughout the piece.  This detail takes on a symbolic significance and enhances the reader’s understanding of the literature.  Your analysis must be focused and you must use at least three pieces of analyzed text for support.

Option 3
	Who is to blame for Antigone’s death?  Analyze this idea as it relates to the concept of free will versus fate and/or God’s Law versus Man’s Law.  Your analysis must be focused and you must use at least three pieces of analyzed text for support

Steps to Writing a Successful Analysis

Step One: Brainstorm Ideas
	For option one you can meet this requirement by completing the chart you started in class.  For options two and three, you must make a comprehensive list of text that you could use to analyze your topic.  This step will be collected as part of your final assessment.

Step Two: Collect and organize your evidence
	Once you have collect your initial brainstorming list, start to organize your material looking for possible relationships and the significance of these relationships.  Once you start to do this you will begin to develop a “working thesis,” a basic or main idea, an argument that is being developed, but may need adjustment along the way.

*Step Three:  Write your thesis statement 
Thesis: A proposition stated or put forward for consideration, especially one to be discussed and proved or to be maintained against objections.
It must include the title of the literature it will focus on and the author!!!

*Step Four: Finalize your Evidence/Outline, determine your assertions
