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TASK:  For this assignment, you will be divided into three groups, one per canto.  In groups, you will decide on the most significant moments and ideas from your Canto.  Consider the concepts that we have covered such as allegory, symbols (Universal, Classical, People, the number 3, etc) and big ideas such as free will and Christianity.  Once you have decided on the most significant moments, order them chronologically and assign one to EACH member of your group.  Ultimately, the group will work independently and then put their work together to create an illuminated manuscript that is a reflection of your group’s canto.
Each member of the group must put together the following requirements in a one page presentation that is visually pleasing, textually supported, analyzed and clear.
· An explanation of the significant moment, in your own words.
· A well-chosen piece of text that reflects the moment.
· An analysis of the text, focusing on specific words and images.
· A visual representation of the moment that reflects the significance of the moment as well as the words and images from the text.
Expectations for each illuminated page:
· The overall appearance of the page must be put together in an organized and sophisticated manner.
· The writing should be extremely neat, typed-up if possible.
· The visual should be creative; the student MUST create the visual (not print it out from online!  This will not be counted as a visual.)  Sketches, pictures, collages using magazines, the use of other creative materials are all encouraged!
· The layout of the page should be clear and well thought out.
· The page must work well with the other pages from the group; attention to fluency and cohesiveness must be shown.
· The Illuminated manuscript will be shared by the group with the class.
