Holistic Scoring Guide

Holistic scoring is an assessment that will be used periodically in this class.  It is most often used to assess homework and class work assignments.  The following guide is meant to give an overview of what each score means and what a student must do to achieve each score.

Any writing you do in this class should be your best writing.  Writing is a skill; you improve with practice and perseverance!



100:  This score is given to work that has gone “above and beyond.”  All aspects of the assignment have been addressed in a well- developed and sophisticated manner.  The ideas expressed are accurate, insightful and supported using the text (when applicable.)  All written responses are done using the students best writing skills (grammar, mechanics, sentence development, etc.)  The work is presented in an extremely neat and organized manner. 



85:  This score is given to work that has met the requirements of the assignment.  Each aspect of the assignment has been attempted to the student’s best ability.  The ideas expressed are accurate and some attempt has been made to use the text as support.  All written responses are complete with grade appropriate writing skills demonstrated.  The work presented is neat and organized.



70:  This score is given to work that has attempted the requirements of the assignment, but has not done so completely (various aspects of the assignment have not been attempted by the student.)  Ideas are at least partially accurate, but not in all cases.  All written responses are done using the student’s best writing skills.  The work presented is legible and clear.



50 or less:  This score is given to work that has not been done to completion.  For example, half of the questions assigned have been responded to, etc.  Credit will be given as appropriate, based on the students work.

There is a gray area between each of these scores.  It is not unusual for the teacher to assign a score of a 90, 80 or 75 based on the student’s work.  Progress reports will be run often, so that students can see how they are doing overall.  Also, the teacher will conference with students as the work is checked in so the students can have an idea of what they need to do to improve, if and when necessary.
