· For this section, you will be given a contemporary short story to read.  You will need to respond to several prompts about the literature to demonstrate your reading comprehension, ability to analyze new text and respond in writing in a manner that is clear, supported using the text and effective.
After questions have been addressed during the review period, this story will be passed out so you can begin reading the story.

Antigone Connection:  “No Dogs Bark”  Juan Rulfo
· For this section of the mid-term, you are going to develop an analysis in which you compare themes, ideas and/or characters in “No Dogs Bark” to themes, ideas and/or characters in Antigone.  You must be clear, specific and analytical in your response.  You will be assessed on your analysis of “No Dogs Bark” as well as your understanding of Antigone.

You have been given this story in advance so that you may read and take notes on the story, “No Dogs Bark” in preparations for this section of your mid-term.  You MUST hand in the story (with your notes) after you have taken the mid-term.  

Middle Ages:  Arthurian Legend

· In this section of the mid-term you will be given a new Arthurian legend written by Thomas Mallory.  You will be asked to read the story and analyze it based on ideas and concepts we studied during our Medieval unit.
