2. What kind of a king was Arthur in this poem?  Be specific; use text to support how the author captures author’s personality.
3. The Green Knight is introduced in stanza 7 through stanza 10.  In your own words, explain what the Green Knight looked like; what kind of an impression did he make?  What does the Green Knight want?  Use text to support your response.
4. The Green Knight says, “Never fear, I’m not fishing for a fight with the beardless children on the benches all about” (stanza 13) Who is his audience and how do you think this comment would resonate with them?
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Explain how Gawain exemplifies (is the example of) chivalry in stanzas 15 and 16.  Use text to support your response.  
6. How is the event in stanza 19 consistent with the qualities seen in Medieval Literature?  Be specific and explain what happens.
7.  Explain how Christianity is reflected in the first 20 stanzas of this poem.  Use at least two specific examples.
