1. Students are expected to attend and be punctual for all class meetings.  Students must be in the room when the tardy bell rings.  If you have a note or pass, please hand it to me and provide any explanation after class.  The Guilford High School tardy policy will be adhered to in my classroom.

2. In order to maintain a positive learning environment, students are expected to be attentive and responsive in class.  A section detailing “class engagement” is included.  Pop quizzes can be expected on assigned lessons.

3. Eating and drinking is not allowed in the classroom unless approved by me.  If you do not have a lunch period and this class is your eating station, you must bring lunch with you.  You will not be permitted to leave class to go to the cafeteria.  

4. Cell phones and I-Pods should be turned off and put away.  They are not to be used in the classroom.  

5. There is a bathroom sign-out sheet by the door.  Please sign the sheet when you leave and when you return.  Only one student is allowed out of the classroom at a time.  Excessive absences from the class will not be tolerated.

6. Students are expected to give attention and respect to the teacher or student who has permission to address the class.  

Assignments

1. Assignments and homework are to be handed in on time.  Many times we will use the homework for that day’s lesson, making it impossible to make up.  I do not accept late homework, but I will drop your lowest homework grade at the end of the quarter.  
2. Papers and major projects are due the exact moment they are called for in class.  It is your responsibility to do your work and have it completed on time.  Five points a day will be deducted from a late paper or project.  In addition, I will only accept papers for five days after their due date.  After that time, you will receive a zero for the assignment. 

3. Students are responsible for work missed due to an absence.  You should ask a classmate or me about any handouts you may need.  This work must be completed in a timely manner, usually within a few days.  For longer absences, a time schedule will be worked out that is acceptable to all parties.

4. In high school we concentrate not only on academic aspects, but also on the emotional, social, and moral development of each student.  We value integrity and therefore have a strict cheating policy.  Cheating on any assignment will result in a zero for that particular assignment.  This grade may not be made up.  For repeat plagiarists possible consequences are detention, suspension, and failure of the class.

5. Independent reading for this class is given once a quarter.

6. Class Engagement grade is based on:

3. Transitioning between activities

4. Answering questions (volunteer/when asked)

5. Being on task during discussions/activities

6. Being non-disruptive to the learning process of others

7. Responding to teacher requests

10. Using appropriate behavior and language

11. Contributing positively to the class
