Science Quiz Corrections

It is very important that you understand the concepts that we explore and learn in science class.  To help improve your understanding, you may correct errors that you made on your quiz (you will not be able to do corrections to a test).  You may use your handouts or notes to help you, but you MUST NOT do this with another student.  If your grade was BELOW 70%, you are strongly encouraged to complete this assignment.  If your grade was ABOVE 70%, you may also complete corrections if you choose.   If you fully complete this assignment you may earn back UP TO 50% of the points you lost.  For example, if your grade was a 60% (60/100), you may earn back up to 20 points of the 40 points you lost.  

To earn back points:

1.  Use a separate sheet of lined paper.

2. Place your name and date at the top of the page.

3. Re-write the question that you got wrong.

4. Write out the INCORRECT answer that you wrote on your actual quiz.

5. Provide a THOROUGH and DETAILED explanation about your incorrect answer.

a. How did you get that answer?  (What made you think that was the correct answer)

b. What was the mistake?  Why was your answer wrong?

6. Write out what the CORRECT answer is and what your answer should have been

7. Explain using DETAILS why your new answer is the correct one and how you got it.

a. Use scientific information and facts from class to explain 

8. Staple the correction page on top of your quiz and hand in when due.  
Good Example:

Questions #3:  
Explain one function of the skeletal system.

Wrong answer:  
One function of the skeletal system is that it stores blood that the body is not using.  This is wrong because bones do not store blood; they make blood cells.  No part of the body stores blood; it is always pumping through the body’s blood vessels.  

Correct answer:
One function of the skeletal system is that it produces blood cells that will travel to the various blood vessels in the body.  The blood cells are made in the red bone marrow.
Bad Example:

Question #3:
Question #3

Wrong answer:
Stores blood.  I got this wrong because I could not remember and guessed.

Correct answer:
Produces blood cells.  This is correct because it is what is in my notes.
