· One –  2-pocket sturdy folder
· 1 highlighter
· 1 box colored pencils
· 1 pen (any color but black)
Science
· One – 3-ring 2-pocket sturdy folder

· Composition Notebook (black/white or colored)

Math
· Vinyl 3-ring binder (1 ½ “) w/clear front display pocket & 2 small inside cover pockets
· Sharpened #2 pencils (you must have at least 2 pencils w/ eraser each day all year!)
· Loose leaf lined notebook paper (about 30 but will need to be replenished)
· Math spiral notebook for warm-ups – 50 to 100 pages (no more)

· Subject separators (6)
· Reinforcements
· Ruler (customary/metric) and protractor – for home use
