First open a  MSWord Document.  You will be pasting your citations from Noodle Tools to this document.

NOTE:  The WORKS CITED or BIBLIOGRAPHY information always has its’ own page.

Do the following:

Top margin set at 1.5 inches

Left and right margins set at 1 inch

Center the Title, (WORKS CITED or BIBLIOGRAPHY), and hit 3 single spaced returns after the title.

Reminder: if a citation goes to a second line the second line is tabbed in once and 

Single-spaced.  

Always double space between different sources.

Black ink only

Under free tools select:


Noodle Bib Express


Select MLA List style unless a teacher specifies APA

Select a citation type  (book, magazine, newspaper etc.)


Select a publication medium (print, online, CD, DVD etc.)


Select content of the book (all of the book, a chapter etc.)


Fill in the basic information (author, publisher, city, year etc)

Check for spelling and capitalization and punctuations.  Now generate your citation.

Once generated (you will see it in red ink), do a copy and paste into your MSWord document following the above instructions.  

Start your next citation by beginning at ***.
